Essential Questions:

1. Describe the presidential administrations of Warren G. Harding and Calvin Coolidge.  How were the two administrations similar?  How were the two administrations different?

2. American politics after World War I changed drastically from the pre-war period.  Reflect on American political and economic goals during the early 1900s (HINT…Progressivism).  Then describe the political and economic goals of the Harding and Coolidge administrations during the 1920s.  Trace the changes that occurred between the two periods in American history.

3. The 1920s was known for consumer spending.  Examine the causes for the spending.  Then discuss how American consumers actually spent the money they didn’t have.  Finally, make predictions about why this type of fiscal policy may have ushered in the Great Depression of the 1930s.

4. The 1920s was known as the “Roaring ‘20s.”  Analyze the justification for this nickname.  Give examples of social change, political change, and economic change.

5. Describe the changes that occurred in the African American community from the post-Civil War era to the post-World War I era.  Be sure to include Reconstruction legislation, post-Reconstruction regression, life in the South, the Great Migration and, finally, the “Back to Africa” Movement and the Harlem Renaissance.
